The 7 P’s ARE REQUIRED IN CLASS:

PROMPT — ON TIME IS SITTING IN YOUR SEAT WHEN THE BELL RINGS READY TO GO AND RESPONDING QUICKLY TO A TEACHER’S REQUEST

POLITE — IN OTHER WORDS RESPECT FOR YOURSELF, YOUR CLASSMATES AND  YOUR TEACHER 

PREPARED— DO YOU HAVE A PEN OR PENCIL, YOUR ASSIGNMENT NOTEBOOK AND YOUR  3 RING BINDER?  HAVE YOU HAD BREAKFAST?  HAVE YOU HAD A GOOD NIGHT’S SLEEP?  ARE YOU EMOTIONALLY READY FOR CLASS?

PARTICIPATE — “LIFE IS TOO SHORT TO SIT ON THE SIDELINES,” SAID NICK GAUCHER.  IT’S TRUE.  AND YOUR GRADE DEPENDS ON YOUR PARTICIPATION IN CLASS BOTH INDIVIDUALLY AND IN GROUPS.   

PMA — POSITIVE MENTAL ATTITUDE

PRODUCE — YOU MUST PRODUCE WORK.  MY JOB IS TO TEACH AND YOUR “JOB” IS TO  DO YOUR WORK.  IT’S CALLED “TAKING CARE OF BUSINESS.”  

PRIDE  — I EXPECT YOU TO DO YOUR BEST WORK AND BE PROUD OF IT.

MY DISCIPLINE POLICY

I believe that life is based on choices people make.  The choices that a person makes have consequences.  If a student chooses not to follow the 7P’s, then I will address the behavior or attitude.  I call it a “redirect”.  I will redirect the student to behave according to the 7P’s.  If the student has 3 redirects, he or she and I will have a hall conference.  If the behavior continues, the student will be sent to the office.  

Ist time a student is sent to the office is a warning. 

2d time a student is sent to the office, parent/guardian contact initiated.

3d time student is sent to the office, the student will be placed on the Classroom Step System. As part of the CSS the student leaves the class until a conference is held with an administrator, myself, the student, and his or her parent or guardian.  This final step goes on the student’s permanent record.  A student may be placed on the Classroom Step System at any time based on the severity of his or her behavior.

You can help your student learn Spanish by:

~asking your student what we did in class today or yesterday

~reviewing vocabulary with your student every night

~pointing out all of the Spanish in our community

~make flashcards/act out the vocabulary words

~watch a well-known DVD in Spanish with Spanish subtitles

~check out children's books in Spanish from the library
