What are the rules in this class?

· Use the 6 P’s

· Prompt

· Prepared

· Polite

· PMA

· Participate

· Produce

· Use Classroom Skills

· Be “in the moment”

· Use names 

· Use appropriate body language

· Use appropriate eye contact

· Give appropriate feedback

· Ask questions that clarify or validate ideas

What if I break the rules?

· Redirects:  I will give you 3 warnings that your classroom behavior is out of line.

· 1st redirect:  I will ask, “How are your attending skills?” or “Which of the 6 P’s are you not following?”

· 2nd redirect:  I will identify the inappropriate behavior and explain what I need to see

· 3rd redirect:  I will ask you to step outside to discuss your behavior

· 4th redirect:  I will ask you to go to the office 

· Redirect cycles:  

· 1st cycle:  Everybody has a bad day once in awhile – start over again tomorrow

· 2nd cycle:  This is the beginning of a bad habit – parent conference, office contact

· 3rd cycle:  Your behavior is significantly out of line – classroom step system

· Tardies:  

· 1st tardy:  warning

· 2nd tardy:  repay time missed after class

· 3rd tardy:  repay time missed after class, phone call home

· 4th tardy:  administrative referral

· Absences:  Every minute you are absent counts toward your attendance total.  If you miss 360 minutes of class (equal to 3 days), you will be dropped from summer school with an F and no refund

· It’s pretty simple:  bring your individual reading book, your Reading notebook, a pen or pencil, and any work that’s been assigned.
