Positive Behavior Support – PBS


The program started on the spring of 2007 and it was based on a research study done by the University of Oregon.  It is based on giving children 5 positive reward per every negative and the teachers developed a chart where the ROAR principles are applicable.  The different award methods are:

1. Little Paw – Stickers for good behavior

2. Cub Paws, where one goes to the child, another to the teacher and another to the principal.  There is a weekly drawing in the office for a free book.

3. Pride Paws – Awarded to the classroom as a whole

4. Mascot – cool cats – for the class that receives the most paws for the week

5. Wild Thing – By nomination only

6. Golden Paw – Awarded by substitute teachers – It is worth 3 Pride Paws

7. Quarterly Certificates for good behavior

8. Assemblies – Like the NED show

9. Lunch/Recess Tickets – The paraprofessionals given them in the cafeteria or at recess




The Werner Referral Form is to register minor and major infractions to the code.  With 



constant unacceptable behavior students get a warning and subsequent occasions the 



parents will meet with the principal.  All these input goes to the school computer system 



for monitoring.
